World’s strangest airports and runways

· Gibraltar International Airport (直布罗陀国际机场) 
Driving a car across an airport runway is usually illegal. But if you travel to a small place called Gibraltar, you don’t have much choice. This is because its only runway is cut in half by the island’s busiest road. To prevent collisions between cars and planes, gates have been set up to stop cars from crossing the runway when a plane is going to take off or land. 
· Princess Juliana International Airport (茱莉安娜公主国际机场)
This airport is near the beach. Tourists can almost touch the plane as it flies overhead to land on the runway. While local residents often complain about the scary sound and wind, some brave people climb high to enjoy the thrill. The airport makes the beach the best spot for plane watching. 

· Juancho E. Yrausquin Airport (胡安彻·亚拉斯奎恩机场) 
For any pilot, even the smallest error is not allowed when his plane is landing at this airport, because the runway is only 396 meters long. What’s more, it is a lone runway high above the ocean, with steep (陡峭的) cliffs on three sides.

Bletchley Park to become cyber defense school 

Bletchley Park (布莱切利公园) in England is going to become a school for young hackers. It will be the U.K.’s first school of cyber security, designed to protect the country’s computer systems. 

Bletchley Park has a rich history. During World War II, it was home to the country’s Government Code and Cypher School (政府密码学校). There, code-breakers (密码破译员) like Alan Turing broke the codes used by the German enemy and helped end the war earlier. The park was also the birthplace of the world’s first digital computer. 


Now the site is going to make history again, as the government has planned to spend five million pounds turning it into a school for young hackers. Up to 500 teenagers at the age of 16 to 19 will study in the new school in 2018 if they can pass some tests. They will learn about cyber defense, code breaking as well as some conventional (常规的) subjects. In the future, these students will help make the country one of the safest places in the world.
